We are aware that many of you will be 
wondering what is happening now All Saints has been sold.   The money has been invested with 
the Diocese according to Diocesan rules. We are able to access the interest on this money which 
will replace the lost income from rental from the cell phone tower and vicarage at All Saints but 
not the rental from BHK. 

While we love our visiting priests and are very grateful to them for their support, we know that 
we all miss having our own priests to love and lead us.  Be assured both vestry and the 
nominators are working hard – we hope to be able to give an update in the New Year but 
whatever happens there will need to be buy in and help from you all. 

Advent and Christmas services – please pass this information on to neighbours and friends. 

Advent is here and Christmas is nearly upon us.  As your wardens we have been working hard to 
try and find priests to take our services during this time – not the easiest of tasks! 

On December 20 there will be a service of Nine Lessons and Carols at St John’, Bassett Road, 
Johnsonville at 7pm. 

Given our small congregation numbers it seemed sensible to combine with another church for 
some of these services so there will not be a Midnight service here at St Barnabas, but we have 
been invited to join with St John’s - the service starts at 11pm.  They are also offering a children’s 
service at 10am on Christmas Eve. 

On Christmas Day there will be one combined service at St Barnabas at 9.30am taken by Tony 
Gardiner.  This will be family eucharist service. 

During January the local cluster churches will, as usual, take turns in hosting the 10am service 
with an 8.30am service each week at St John’s, Johnsonville.  Further details of these services to 
follow.  Please note – there will be no services at St Barnabas on 27 December. 

Food for Families—Wellington City Mission—It would be good if we could make up a huge box of 
food for the Wellington City Mission before Christmas.  There will be many people this year who 
are unable to buy enough food over the holiday break let alone have some treats.
